Not only that, but they took it
upen themselves to learn all about the intrastrocture of the
biggest company on earth, Ma Bell. Now almost everyons
knows something about the way the giant phone company used
to work and the way the near-giams work today. All yoo hear
now is talk of long distance services and how great each one is.
All you see advertised everywhere are telephones, as if they'd
just been invented. Which, in a way, they have been. For the
average person, Others, though, have been participating in this
“revolution™ for quite some time. :

Becawse of this, and alse becavse of the fact that their
prices arent that great, we stopped using their system. Since the
service we signed up for was advertised as “free™, we were nnder
na obligation to cancel the account. Svure enough, aiter the
third month had passed, we received a ten-page biil for 325,
Thar's right. a téri-pege bill. They believe in itemizing your use
of the system in as many different ways as ihey can think of, The
fact that we didn 't use the systermn at all didn't stop them from
iternizing our non-use. '

Every manth, like clockwork, that Easylink bill corpes, with
%25 more added each time. I's welt into the triple digits now.

exploding aow on Madison Avenue. But all of this 1atk of
floppies, K. megabyles, and conirolc's is old news wo hackers
{both the programming and the cracking kind). As a rule,
they've been into this kind of thing for years. .

So what are we saying bere? Two things, really. Locking at
the past, it pretty clear that those “mischief-makers™ weren
only interested in causing chaos and perpetmating fraud, bui
also in being among the first to try their hand a1 the new
technelogy, without being hovered over and told what not to
do. Qur other point lies with the futurs. Those phone phreaks
and computer batkers of today may still be in a position ta
shine the light in front of the masses. We had at least one
example of that in 1984, when hackers uncovered the wealth of
information that is stored in the TRW computers- - personal
information about almost everyone that can be locked at by
almost anyone, A glancg.at this year's pages of 2000 reveals a
idg touches in the works—camems

Oceasionally we get a mailgram asking why we haven't used the
system in such a long time, but we have yet 1o get a lewterasking
why the hell we havent paid our bill. n addition 10 these
charges for answering a misleading advertisement, we get
plenty of solicitations to use their many other expensive
services and even 1o get an additional account.

Finelly, the Easylink people, or machines, have been kind
enough to send us roughly 20 pounds of Western Union
directories and user goides. In fact, we often receive duplicate
directories together with the useless bill. What a big pile all this
stoil makes!

As an addend um, you may notz that Easylink still offers free
accounts with no minimum usage in most of their advertising,
And in the other comer..

But our real trouble is or was with M1 Mail, those other _
bozos. Last month, we told you abeul how our account war
inactivated. In fact, we later found eut threugh our own
detective work that our account was “accidentally” deleted
instead of being reactivated. Whoops! We were also told that
the slobs at McMail were sotry. They also added that all of our
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inbound mail for the last momth and a half was destroyed (they

=don't keep backups, they claim, ssemingly proud of the fact).
_¥hen we asked about recompense for us or for our cor-
ceapondents for lost business and for those who wees charged

. for mail that wasnt ever received, they insisted that theéy did not
charge for mail that wasn't read. We doubt that this is true, but
we cannot get aheld of their billing records or records of the
mail that we did not receive, so we cannot prove otheswise. But
‘we can advise you not to pay for any mail you may have sent tn
us, becuse odds are we never received it. Remember, they
assured vy that they couldn't give us the deleted mail of any
ather information, 3o you are 1he onty one who knows if you
sent us anything. By the way, if you request & refund, you'll
probably have to make a voice call to 8 human since their
custamer service mail account (MCIHELP) has also been
deleted for your incanvenience.

We raised quite a slink about this escapade, and even sent a
letter to the president of MCL! It took him three busingss days
ta read fiis electronic mail and all we got out of him was a copy
of a message he senl to the presidens of MCI Mail, who had

apparcntly “explained” the situatien to him. [t read: “Thanks
furt the info. There must be hundreds of them, My condolences.™

This pretty much confirms our suspicions. MC1 Mail has a |
blacklist which they've developed through reading their.

subscribers’ private mait. If they see anything they dont like or
if you get mail from someane they don't like—bang! Yau'rs on
the list. OF course, there's no way to prove this. Electronic mail
is very edsy to Teseal. What's more, they're not breaking any
laws because they own the system. i

We managed to gel & pew aczount that’s now working, but we
dont plan on kecpifig it end we dont advise anyone else to
subscribe at this point. Starting next year, MCl Mail will be
charging a yearly fee of 818 as well as charging for access to
iheir 30¢ toli~free dialup. Perhaps E-OOM will scon have
company.

Trick ef the month: MC1 Mail allows you to send telex
messages all over the world. Buot if you send to a nonexistent
tzlex in some remote country, it will sventually come back and
say that the telex couldnt be found. When that kappens, theres
na charge! And you fust know they*ve gone to an awiul lot of
trouble!
